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I. The importance of truth  
 

Truth is needed to worship (John 4:24)  

 

Truth sets us free (John 8:32) 

 

Truth is the only way to God (John 14:6) 

 

The Bible is true (John 17:17) 

 

God is true (Romans 3:4) 

 

We need to study it (2 Tim 2:15) 

 

It is needed to discern error (1 John 4:6) 

 

 

II. The problem with truth 
 

Christianity affirms that truth can be known; the culture says it can’t  

 

We live in a relative culture and are proclaiming absolute truth 

 

 

III. The nature of truth 
 

Truth is what tells it like it is  

 

A true statement matches its object  

 

False is what does not tell it like it is, nor correspond to the facts, nor match its object 

 

 

IV. The knowability of truth 
 

The Law of Non-Contradiction: The opposite of true is false 

 

Use self-defeating statements to demolish claims that there is no truth  
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 V.  The objectivity of truth 
 

“It’s true for you but not for me”: how do you know?  

 

“There’s no absolute truth”:  is that absolutely true?  

 

Parables prove that people want to know absolute truth  

 

It takes absolute truth to live in this world—and it applies to religion as well  

 

Objections to truth:  

 

Mutism: but even the thought there is no truth is a true thought 

Mysticism:  how do you know ultimate reality can’t be known? 

Deconstructionism: it self-destructs  

Subjectivism: truth corresponds to its object  

 

 

VI.  Pluralism   
 

Do all religions have the truth? The parable of the elephant 

 

The answer:  “I once was blind, but now I see”  

 

All religions can’t be true because they teach opposites: Islam vs. Christianity 

 

The truth about truth:  

 

- Contrary beliefs are possible, but contrary truths are not possible  

 

- All truth claims are absolute, narrow, and exclusive  

 

- Truth is discovered, not invented  

 

- Your attitude doesn’t change the truth  

 

There’s only one way:  Jesus claimed it and Jesus proved it
